I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Town Chairman Cory Cochart.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.
II. Board supervisors present:  Nick Cochart and Jesse Jerabek.  Also present were Town Treasurer, Tim Strnad, County Supervisor, Larry Kirchman, Town Assessor, Joe Jerabek, and members of the public:   Joel Kitchens, State Representative, Jodi Parins, Lynda Cochart, Dick Boltman, and Sue Owens.
III.   August 1, 2016 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted. (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried. 
IV.  Motion made to approve July 11, 2016 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek /N.Cochart).  Motion carried.  
V. Treasurer’s report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s report (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.

Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:   Attended     July PC meeting, reported WisVote absentee ballots, prepared for August 9 Primary Election (in addition to posting of meeting agenda / hearings, payment of bills, and drafting of meeting minutes for submittal).

                      e. Town Hall Site Selection & Bidding Process:  Bids will be requested in time to plan for possible 2017 budgeting.  Further 
	      discussion needed regarding Hawk Road site:  getting power to site, PC to visit proposed Hawk Rd. site in August or 
	      September, and zoning requirements necessary.
	      f.  Maple Road Ditch: Update next month.
	      g. Broadband Grant:  No information available; Wisconsin Town’s Association is working on a project for Rural Initiative 		      expanding grants.  Jesse Jerabek will indicate the Town of Lincoln’s interest through an email. 
                      h. September Meeting date will be September 12th due to Labor Day holiday.

Public Comment- Lynda Cochart talked about wild parsnip problem; comments also made for the need for County personnel to reach out to residents with bad water; Sue Owens mentioned town roads where visibility is poor due to tall grass and roadwork signs; Jodi Parins wanted it to be noted that DNR Work Group letter is not actually on top of recommendations as portrayed since only 3 of 8 were addressed and Administrative Rules are bare minimums/many items never being discussed,   
XII.
