


Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--MONDAY, MARCH 6, 2017

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Town Chairman Cory Cochart.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.
[bookmark: _GoBack]II. Board Supervisors present:  Nick Cochart and Jesse Jerabek.  Also present were Town Treasurer, Tim Strnad, and members of the public:   Jodi Parins, Lynda Cochart, Dick Bultman, Lonnie Fenendael, Larry Paul, Terry Rhoades, and representatives of the Village of Casco Fire Department, Troy Alsteen and Dan Laak.
III.   March 6, 2017 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted with exception of moving Xi. Casco Fire up in order to Xa. (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried. 
IV.   Motion made to approve February 1, 2017 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.  January Special Meeting minutes from 1.12.17 will be presented at Annual Meeting 2017.
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:  Spring Primary Election 2.21.17, issuing absentee ballots for Spring Primary Election 4.4.17, and absentee ballot log.  Correspondence included DOR Shared Revenue letter, election notes from County Clerk, neighboring township Comprehensive Plan CD, Wisconsin Independent Assessing Officers Assoc., U.S. Census survey.
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.  (Last County Supervisor report was given in August, 2016.)
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  Jodi Parins reported on 2.22.17 PC Meeting to work on future land use maps and changes to ordinances approvals to submit for Board approval and signature.   Board to address next month.
IX. Zoning:   2.16.17 Zoning Hearing was for Elna Farms to purchase property from ________Theys, which resulted in rezoning _____.  No concerns were made by neighbors when contacted by Zoning Administrator.  Elna Farms has certified survey copy ready for Joe Jerabek.  Planning Commission recommends request to Town of Lincoln Board of Supervisors for approval.  Motion made to approve rezoning of ________ based on recommendation and confirms there is enough room if the need for re-building of Theys’ home is necessary.
X.  Actions:  a. Troy Alsteen and Dan Laak, representatives of Village of Casco Fire Dept., presented reasons for submitted 
       estimate of $5,420 for needed items and services provided for no charge from fire department.  Townships will not 
       be invoiced since the fire department would rather keep funding as a voluntary donations.  There have been eight 
Town of Lincoln calls responded to since 2013.  Casco Fire Dept. replaces equipment on a schedule, but often the 
State mandates necessary equipment.  They also try to keep costs down by purchasing used, but quality 
equipment.  Their force is fully volunteer.  At this time, the Town of Lincoln has a CD in place to help fund costs for Luxemburg Fire Dept.; Jesse Jerabek suggested Board budgets to help fund the Village of Casco Fire Dept. in the same way.  Nick Cochart requested a 3-5 year plan from Casco Fire Dept. for budgeting in the future.  Donation tabled until next meeting.         
b. Motion made to hold Town of Lincoln Annual Meeting on Tuesday, April 25, 2017 (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.
c. Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Five homes were assessed for proper installation and completion would     
likely be in the next 4 weeks.   Board of Supervisors will get results emailed to them, then forwarded on to well owner.   
d. Untidy Yards:  Warning Letters- tabled until next month due to absence of Joe Jerabek, who is working on letter.  
e. Curbside Garbage Collection:  Board needs to observe a similar garbage compactor in action yet.  Compactor costs depend on where it is installed.  Wind conditions on garbage in the township a concern.  A fence was suggested to keep garbage and recycling in check.  A fence will be necessary if a compactor would be installed.  Insurance would need to be revised to cover a compactor attendant 
f. Plan Commission Appointments:  Motion made to appoint Lonnie Fenendael to another two year term (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.  PC organizational makeup question was advised by Wisconsin Town’s Association that ordinances and amendments go through PC no matter the name it is called since its duties are largely regarding zoning.  With Kewaunee landfill closing soon, more residents may opt to burn or bury garbage.  A Garbage Day survey of residents by the Board of Supervisors on curbside pickup is in the works for a future date.
g. Community Center Grant:  Motion approved last month for Jesse Jerabek to apply for USDA grant on behalf of Town of Lincoln;  up to 75% of costs may be covered if construction to be used as Community Center.  Grant application will need a site plan; see below for Town Hall Site Options.
h. Town Hall Site Options:  Motion made to hold special meeting for Board to visit possible site with landowner of 14.21 acres (10 acres tillable) off of County Road P on Saturday, March 11 at 1:30pm (C. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.   Easement on this land would have to be granted.  Old dump site on Hawk Road would have to have environmental/water study along with price to have electric run.  Motion made to contract with Robert E. Lee for $1,900 to investigate environmental conditions of Hawk Rd. site (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.  The town has funds in place for closing this site.  A letter was received from Davina Boness/Land & Water office about brown runoff at this site with pictures that Board felt were outdated and not representative of current conditions.
h. Rescue Equipment Estimate:  Luxemburg Fire Department sent first and second installment costs for equipment replacement.  Town of Lincoln will pay $21,428.57 this month and 2nd installment when engine is ready will be $20,448.57.  
 
XI. Public Comment:  Nick Cochart reviewed approximately 30% decrease in Town of Lincoln taxes over the last two years compared to neighboring Ahnapee raising of 54%. Along with expectations that bills will most likely go back to 2014 tax rate this year, it was noted that no information from last Dominion court hearing has been made available.
