


Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--Monday, NOVEMBER 7, 2016
I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Town Chairman Cory Cochart.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.
II. Board Supervisors present:  Nick Cochart and Jesse Jerabek.  Also present were Town Treasurer, Tim Strnad, Town Assessor, Joe Jerabek, Mick Sagrillo of Planning Commission and members of the public:   Lynda Cochart, Dick Bultman, Susie Owens, John Mastalir of Blue Water Services, and Scott Beining of Beining Building Inspection.
III.   November 7, 2016 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (Jerabek / N.Cochart).  Motion carried. 
IV.   Motion made to approve October 3, 2016 meeting minutes as submitted (N.Cochart / Jerabek).  Motion carried.  
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts, and noted he will be working on dog licensing information in the next month.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.    
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:  working on 2017 Budget information, filed preliminary Recycling Grant information, issued a total of 33 absentee ballots, updated County Clerk’s office daily on absentee ballot requests, issuance, and receipt of ballots, and attended annual Kewaunee County Clerk / Treasurer meeting.  No correspondence to report.
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  At Oct. 12 meeting, PC finished edits on Comprehensive Plan, worked on Current and Future Use Maps, and Sagrillo has sent these to Jeff Sanders.  Estimates were discussed for map work not included on original quotes; approvals will be discussed at November 10 Budget Hearing.  Mike Parsons will be doing presentation on Nov. 11 at UWGB on Groundwater.   
IX. Zoning:  None.
X.  Actions: a. Garbage Collection/ Compactor Proposal was presented by John Mastalir of Blue Water Services; compactor 
      would be most beneficial at the new Town Hall site and curbside is not available through this contractor.	.
b. Town Hall Bid:  Jesse Jerabek submitted estimate by Valley Building Systems; by doing work locally and possibly by Town residents, Board feels a new town hall is possible to be built and furnished for approximately $200,000.

d. Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Davina Boness will work with Town to send out letter requesting      
interest in serving as test household for filtration system.  Pilot test will be done to understand the costs and 
maintenance concerns involved with this whole house water treatment system.   
e. Tax Bill Stuffers:  Strnad requested Board approval on including notices for dog licensing and recycling 
information.  Board would also like a notice included requesting any interested sellers of land for new Town Hall. 
  	      f. Town Bank CD:  Strnad discussed options available for existing CDs. 
       	      g. Propane Tank Lease:  Update next month; slow leak at gauge caused LP to be empty.  Milton will lease a new 
                      tank free of charge rather than repairing old tank.  Clerk will check on any contract requirements.
     	      h. Emergency Management Plan Update:  Updates were signed and will be forwarded.
       	      i. Town Building Inspector Approval:  Motion made to approve entering into contract for three years with Scott 
      Beining/ Beining Building Inspection (C. Cochart/ N. Cochart).  Motion carried.	
 
XI. Public Comment: Sagrillo noted curbside garbage pickup would reduce the amount of garbage burnt in burn barrels.  Joe Jerabek noted Wisconsin Towns Association meeting sponsored by Town of Lincoln at Susie’s Place on Monday, Nov. 14.  Nick Cochart had animals killed by two dogs without tags.
