Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--Monday, OCTOBER 3, 2016
I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Town Chairman Cory Cochart.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.
II. Board Supervisors present:  Nick Cochart and Jesse Jerabek.  Also present were Town Treasurer, Tim Strnad, Town Assessor, Joe Jerabek, and members of the public:   Jodi Parins, Lynda Cochart, Carol Wautlet, Brian Rubens, and Representative of Harter’s Fox Valley Disposal.
III.   October 3, 2016 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried. 
IV.  Motion made to approve September 12, 2016 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek/N.Cochart).  Motion carried.  
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts, and noted he will be working on dog licensing information in the next month.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (N.Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.    
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:   gathered spending information through September 30, 2016, attended Wisconsin Withholding Tax class, issued absentee ballots, updated County Clerk’s office on absentee ballot requests, issuance, and receipt of ballots. 
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  Sagrillo presented 9.21.16 meeting update- Visit was made by PC to the Hawk Road dump site owned by the Town of Lincoln to check as a possible option for a future town hall.  PC reviewed and revised the current land use map.  Next PC meeting is 10.12.16 to continue work on the Comprehensive Plan and work on the future land use map. 9.29.16 PC meeting was tabled due to a lack of quorum. 
IX. Zoning:  A rezoning hearing was scheduled for Amy and Jesse Jerabek on 9.29.16, but rescheduled for 10.3.16 at 6:40pm due to a lack of a quorum.  None of the five adjoining neighbors replied when contacted about the rezoning.   After reviewing the site plan and hearing all testimony, the Plan Commission, by a vote of 3-0 (Sagrillo, Parins, Wautlet), voted to recommend the rezoning to the Town Board. (Jesse Jerabek abstained from vote; Lonnie Fenendael not present.)  Town Zoning Administrator has no issues with the rezoning, but requires a copy of the certified survey map within 60 days.  Motion made to approve requested rezoning (C. Cochart / N. Cochart).  Motion carried.
X.  Actions: a. Preliminary Town of Lincoln 2017 Budget Work:  Budget Hearing Meeting set for November 10, 2016 after 
      spending up through September 30, 2016 was reviewed.
      b. Curbside Garbage Presentation was given by Representative of Harter’s Fox Valley Disposal.   Casco uses this 
      company.  Compactor to be onsite was discussed with questions about odor, power used, self containment, 
      and security of unit to deter illegal unsupervised dumping of garbage.
      c. Fire Truck Replacement Update:  Insurance will pay for truck that was rolled over.  Algoma wants to discuss  
      Ambulance replacement and LUCAS.
      d. Town Hall Site Selection & Bidding Process
      e.  Dangerous Dog Update:  Not much progress; Sheriff is available to help with fence repair.
