





Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--MONDAY, AUGUST 7, 2017

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Town Chairman, Cory Cochart.  
II. Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Supervisors present:  Jesse Jerabek and Nick Cochart.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Jodi Parins, Carol Wautlet, Lynda Cochart, and Mick Sagrillo.
III.   August 7, 2017 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted with addition of Environmental Impact Study and Ditch Maintenance to 10. Business (N. Cochart/C. Cochart).  Motion carried.   
IV.   Motion made to approve July 10, 2017 meeting minutes as submitted (N. Cochart/C. Cochart).  Motion carried.   
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.  
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:  mailing of election poll list postcard updates to County Clerk’s office and distribution of final liquor license.  
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.  (Last County Supervisor report was given in August, 2016.)  Chairman has had contact with County Supervisor regarding attendance.
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  Public Hearing date will be Wednesday, 8.16.17, Q&A at 7:00pm.  Sagrillo will send script for hearing to PC members and Town Supervisors.    
IX. Zoning: None.
X. Actions:  
a. Garbage Collection:  Fence Options- Fence estimates will be presented next month.  Video from cameras was reviewed for unauthorized garbage dumping.
b. Recycling Attendant’s Hourly Wage:  Any wage increase needs to wait until November Budget meeting.
c. Town Hall Site Options:  Surveyor has been asked to measure current site property.  Chairman will try to set up meeting with Robert E. Lee.  
d. Whole House Water Treatment Study:  All five units are installed, one of these still has problem building enough pressure to push water through due to it being an older well setup.  Test results are expected to be available for September meeting.
e. Untidy Yards Warning Letter:  Email from WTA was read by Chairman in response to his request for information on condemning and razing properties in Township.  Motion made to contact Town lawyer for instructions on proceeding (Jerabek/N.Cochart).  Motion carried.

g. Letter to Kewaunee County DA:  Next month; Chairman has not heard back from DOT personnel regarding citations. 
h. Town Citation Powers:  Next month.  
i. Resolution in Support of Moratorium on Construction/Expansion of CAFOs:  Motion made to approve adoption of named resolution (C.Cochart /Jerabek).  Motion carried.   Motion made to authorize Chairman and Sagrillo to create a punchlist of items regarding moratorium to be brought to town lawyer for consideration (N.Cochart/C.Cochart).  Motion carried.
j. September Meeting Date:  Motion made to hold next month meeting on September 11, 2017 due to Labor Day holiday being the first Monday of the month (C.Cochart /Jerabek).   Motion carried.   
k. Environmental Impact Study:   Motion made to sign (Jerabek/N.Cochart).  Motion carried.
l.  Ditch Maintenance:  Ditches on five town roads (approximately 3 miles) were sprayed for wild parsnip by Walechka Farms.  Chairman will have 2nd ditch cutting done earlier than scheduled.
XI. Public Comment:  Topics commented on:  In cases of foreclosure, untidy properties may no longer be responsibility of Town to police; Ken Neuzil is a great asset during garbage collection; currently there are three Kewaunee County CAFOs that have expired WPDS permits and another is coming up for renewal in 2018-what rights does ToL have when permits are invalid and this leads to a question for Joel Kitchens on understaffing of DNR; Tax Levy may have to be raised at budget time due to increased expenses.
