


Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--Monday, February 5, 2018

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Town Chairman, Cory Cochart.  
II. Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Supervisors present:  Jesse Jerabek and Nick Cochart.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Scott Fenendael, Jodi Parins, and Dick Bultman.
III.   February 5, 2018, Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.   
IV.   Motion made to approve January 8, 2018 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.   
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (N. Cochart/Jerabek). Motion carried.
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:    Receiving updates on election postcards for 2018, preparation for 2.20.18 Spring Primary Election, submittal of WISLR- Local Roads Report Map, completed mandatory W-2/W-3 filing.   
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.  (Last County Supervisor report was given in August, 2016.)  Chairman has had contact with County Supervisor regarding attendance.

Site plan review and development agreement for Scott and Tanya Fenendael to develop their B-1 two acre property for their business Extreme Custom Food Plots on Pheasant Road just west of E4640 Pheasant Rd. was held on Tuesday, January 16, 2018 at 7:00pm.  Next Zoning Hearing /PC meeting will be 2.12.18 at 7:00pm for Zoning change request from Minnow Creek Farm, LLC to zone approximately 2.34 acres from A-1 Ag to Rural Residential.  Motion made to approve Development Agreement between Town of Lincoln and Extreme Custom Food Plots, LLC (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.   
IX. Zoning:  Joe Jerabek presented (Act 211) Amendment to 3-year contract (years 2018-2019) Beining Building Inspection Contract.  Motion made to accept amendment (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.  Sagrillo will invite Brandon Robinson of Bay Lakes Regional Planning to next PC meeting on Feb. 21, 2018 to review Zoning Ordinance.  
X. Actions:  
a. Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Last formal contact from Stone House was letter received in 10/2017.  Chairman has been studying other vendors.
b. Town Hall Site Options: Soil testing has not begun due to weather; Chairman will contact Robert E. Lee.  Jerabek will update bids and investigate grant options available.  Joe Jerabek presented split location option for Town Hall and Garbage Collection, stated continued abuses of garbage collection rules may drive Board to impose decision to go to town wide curb side pickup (weekend fire in dumpster was caused by illegal dumping of ashes and clean up was performed by Town Chairman and Dick Bultman on Sunday).
c. Untidy Yards Warning Letter:  C. Cochart, Mick Sagrillo, and Joe Jerabek will meet with Randy Nesbitt, Town Attorney regarding condemning homes in the ToL, date and time to be determined.   No further update from Jerabek.
d. Bay Lake Estimate / Contract for Ordinance Recodification:   Parins had questions on the Scope and Contract submitted by Bay Lake Regional Planning Commission; discussion and review of issue took place to clarify before accepting contract.   Estimate given is not to exceed $5000.  Motion made to accept contract for Ordinance Recodification (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.  
e. Town Citation Powers:  Next month.
f. Garbage Collection Fence Options:  Next month.
g. Letter to County Warden:   Jesse Jerabek drafted a letter to County Board, read before those in attendance.  Clerk will forward to County Clerk for review by County Board.
h. Over- Weight Citation:  Clerk received information on Braun Electric citation: was paid in full ($5190.06) on Nov. 30 /  court case was scheduled for Dec. 14.  Chairman would like to review road postings next month.
XI. Public Comment:  (Parins) Board should have solid procedure in place of how to receive new town hall bids and how to handle in-kind donations.  Will ToL Board of Supervisors be General Contractor for project?  (Strnad)  Questions were raised by residents at tax collection time re: building of new town hall.

XIII.  Bills were reviewed and motion made to approve payment of bills (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.
