


Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--Monday, March 5, 2018

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Town Chairman, Cory Cochart.  
II. Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Supervisors present:  Jesse Jerabek and Nick Cochart.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor & Zoning Administrator, Terry (Vandermause), Dennis Abts, Lynda Cochart, Jodi Parins, Carol Wautlet, Dick Bultman, Tom Vandenack, Asst. Chief- Algoma Fire & Rescue.
[bookmark: _GoBack]III.   March 5, 2018, Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.   
IV.   Motion made to approve February 5, 2018 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.   
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.  Residents who have failed to pay for /update their dog license information with the Treasurer will be notified this month.  Review of partial list of delinquent property taxes in Town of Lincoln was made.
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:    trips to County Clerk to pick up/drop off three sets of election materials, processed six absentee ballot requests, prepared town hall for Spring Primary Election 2.20.18, forwarded County warden letter to County Clerk/Board per request by Board, filed Self Certification for 2% Fire Dues for both fire departments, attended PC meeting on 2.12.18.  Correspondence:  DATCAP meetings for April 2018 Meetings on Farmland Preservation Livestock Facility Siting, Managed Forest Law Withdrawal/ Transfer notice,  2017 Tax Rolls from County Treasurer, and letter from Kewaunee County Solid Waste stating intention to close KC Municipal Waste Landfill on May 25, 2018.
VII. County Supervisor’s Report: None.  (Last County Supervisor report was given in August, 2016.)  Chairman has had contact with County Supervisor regarding attendance.  
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  Parins relayed PC activities.  PC held a public hearing on Monday, 2.12.18@ 7:00 PM to The Plan Commission reviewed Zoning Ordinance Light Industrial (I-1) to see what could be transitioned to Business (B-1).  Intent is to eliminate Light Industrial (I-1) from ZO.  Brandon Robinson of Bay Lakes Regional Planning attended PC meeting on Feb. 21, 2018 to review Zoning Ordinance, Act 67, ToL Comprehensive Plan, and maps to include Sensitive Area and Ag Transition maps.  
IX. Zoning:  Parins presented zoning change request from Minnow Creek Farm, LLC to zone approximately 2.34 acres from A-1 Ag to Rural Residential.  The remaining 2 lots in the parcel will be zoned to A-2 General Ag.  After hearing testimony, the PC voted to recommend that the Town Board grant the request.  Motion made to approve zoning request (N. Cochart/Jerabek). Motion carried.
X. Actions:  
a.  Algoma Fire & Rescue End of Year Report:  Report was presented by Tom Vandenack, Asst. Chief.  See attached report.
b.  Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Last formal contact from Stone House was letter received in 10/2017.  Chairman has been studying other vendors.  First unit has now been installed for over a year; no results have been received whether homeowner is able to drink water, pressure is down in system and filters need to be changed. 
c. Town Hall Site Options: Soil testing has not begun due to weather; Chairman will contact Robert E. Lee.  Jesse Jerabek has requested updated bids.  Joe Jerabek will pursue present location land sale option for Town Hall with adjacent land owner.  
d. Untidy Yards Warning Letter:  Mick Sagrillo and Joe Jerabek met with Randy Nesbitt, Town Attorney regarding condemning homes in the ToL on 2.19.18.  Notes attached for options available to pursue by Board of Supervisors; sample ordinances from Town of Sevastopol were emailed to BoS for review.
e. Road Postings:   Town Chairman reviewed Wisconsin Towns Association November 2017 article on roads.  See attached.  New Class B road signs have been quoted by Chairman.  Question of how to enforce postings came up; by doing so, County could bring in revenue for repair of roads and save tax payers from funding. 
f. Town Citation Powers:  Next month.
g. Garbage Collection:  Curbside options next month.
h. Town of Lincoln Annual Meeting:   Motion made to hold Annual Meeting Wednesday, 4.18.18 at 7:00pm 
(N. Cochart/Jerabek). Motion carried.
XI. Public Comment:  (Parins)  Would be beneficial for County coffers to have DA pursue fines for non-compliant septic systems.
