


 Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting, Town of Lincoln--Monday, September 10, 2018

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Town Chairman, Cory Cochart.  
II. Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Board Supervisors present:  Jesse Jerabek and Nick Cochart.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Mick Sagrillo, Lynda Cochart, Dick Bultman, and Jodi Parins. 
III.   September 10, 2018, Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (N. Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried.   
IV.   Motion made to approve August 6, 2018 meeting minutes as submitted (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.  Motion made to approve August 15, 2018 Special Meeting minutes regarding Town Hall/Community Center bidding options as submitted (Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.  Motion made to approve August 15, 2018 Special Meeting minutes regarding rezoning request by Mark Porath/ToL as submitted (N. Cochart/Jerabek). Motion carried.    
V. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on Town of Lincoln Income, Checking, CD, and Savings accounts.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.   Noted Wind Turbine Impact Fee of $8,000, normally received by July, has not yet been received from WPS yet.
VI. Clerk’s Report:  Town Clerk reported on work completed and correspondence received during previous month to include:     August Primary Election follow-up work, returned one special assessment letter, and attended one PC Meeting.  Will need to finish Recycling Grant preliminary report.  Correspondence:   Winter maintenance information from the Kewaunee County Highway Department, WPS notification of decommissioning of ToL wind turbines, and DOR Questionnaire on Board of Review appeal.
VII. County Supervisor’s Report:   Cory Cochart gave review of County Board meeting.  Kewaunee and Door County Public Health may combine operations, KCDC has new mission, and November meeting is same day as ToL meeting date.  Committee Updates:  Promotion & Rec- Request for dock ladder at Red River Park disagreed upon, Highway- committee duties revised. 
VIII. Planning Commission Report:  Sagrillo relayed PC activities:  Brandon Robinson revised Zoning Map.  PC meeting was held on Sept 4, 2018.  PC voted unanimously to eliminate Zoning Designation Industrial-1 which has only two properties in the ToL; recommendation to BoS will follow notification of owners, class II publication, and contact with Brandon Robinson.  PC is on draft #4 on stand-alone Nuisance Ordinance and asked for additional BoS input be forwarded to him for review by PC and whether BoS will enforce.   PC has completed their revisions on Zoning Ordinance except for five references to Livestock Siting.  Sagrillo feels BoS should get rid of in ZO, since compliance enforcement is questionable.  Options are to repeal or leave in ZO until annual reports of animal units are received by end of year.  
IX. Zoning:  Plan Commission held a public hearing on Wednesday, August 15, 2018 at 7:21 PM at the Lincoln Town Hall to hear a Zoning change request from Mark Porath/ Town of Lincoln to zone approximately 2 acres from A-1 Ag to Rural Residential with the balance of the parcel (33 acres) to be zoned to A-2 General Ag. The address is south of E3309 County S, Casco, WI and the parcel is located in the NW¼ of the NW¼, Section 28, T25N R24E.  Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor was in agreement with the request and has notified all neighbors within 200’ of property with no questions.  Property is advantageous due to location and power to building.   Motion approved and carried by 5-0 roll call vote.  
X. Actions:  
a.  Garbage Collection/Curbside Pickup:  Information from Going Garbage & Recycling Inc. reviewed.  Update next month.      
b.  Speed Limit Posting- Maple Road:  Update next month. 
c.  Town Hall Site Options & Bidding: Jesse Jerabek reviewed Bank of Luxemburg loan information, interest rate quoted 4-1/2%.   USDA loan will be 3-1/4 – 3-1/2% interest rate, but ToL may not put out for bids until contracted with certified architect.  2017-2018 Financial Reports, Meeting Minutes of Town Hall approval, Appraisals, and Plans/Specs will be needed for loan process. Jerabek will ask WTA if prep work at site is allowed before bidding process.  
d.  Snow Removal 2018-2019:  Request for Sealed Bids was published two times each in DC Advocate, Kewaunee Star, and GB Press Gazette.  No sealed bids were received for opening at this meeting.  Winter maintenance information from the Kewaunee County Highway Department was reviewed; concerns voiced that County costs are too high.
e.  Untidy Yards Update:  County Finance Committee  had reported to Chairman that if back taxes are not paid by September deadline, proceedings would begin on allowing township take over condemned/foreclosed property at Cty K/Hwy 54.   Penalty from 2014 has been paid, so property owner is safe from foreclosure for another year.  It is not felt that County helps the ToL in these matters.  Black Ash Road property is now owned by a bank; contact will be made regarding untidy condition of property. 
f.  Road Postings/IOH:   Update next month along with review of IOH; November decision is necessary.  Permits for over 80,000 lbs. will not be issued.
g.  Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Letter was sent to Stone House; no response was received.  (Last formal contact from Stone House was letter received in 10/2017.)  Chairman read press release (attached) prepared by Nick Cochart outlining pilot project and misrepresentation by Stone House Technologies.  Motion made to approve press release as submitted (Jerabek/C. Cochart).  Motion carried.        
h. Setback Sample:  Town of Ledgeview Code:  Update at later date. 
i.  Road Repair Resolution (WTA):  Motion made to adopt, sign, and send Road Repair Resolution (2018- ) to State Legislature 
(Jerabek/N. Cochart). Motion carried.    
j.   Good Neighbor Notification Plan:  Discussion on manure spreading notification vs. neighbor to CAFO requests farmer does not spread on special days.  Proposal of request for partnership with ToL and farms to produce tax stuffer for residents to use to contact farms.
XI. Public Comment: (Jesse Jerabek) When is phragmyties spraying to take place? Noted: Animal unit info on website.   (Joe Jerabek)  Expressed thank you to ToL and PC for support in difficult time.  (Parins) Proposed naming new Town Hall/Community Ctr after Mary Jerabek and gave update on goals and objectives on TAG Group.
