c. Ordinance on the Regulation of Outside Storage, Unsightly Premises, and Hazards:  Motion made to approve Ordinance on the Regulation of Outside Storage, Unsightly Premises, and Hazards (Jerabek/N. Cochart).  Motion carried.  This ordinance gives authority to put resident on notice if in violation of the provisions of this regulation of outside storage, unsightly premises, and hazards and certain uses and activities are thereby may be declared a public nuisance.  
IX. Zoning:  Two zoning hearings were held Wednesday, 11.28.18:  7:00PM at the Lincoln Town Hall, zoning change request from Rod and Maureen Kinnard.  They are requesting to zone approximately 3 acres (of 40 acres) from A-1 Ag to Rural Residential. The parcel is located in the SW¼ of the NE¼, Section 29, T25N R24E.  Address is N7990 Oak Road.  Plans are to move existing home & shed, build a new house, abandon old septic, put in new septic, and keep existing well. Setbacks have been checked and all minimum requirements are met. Letters were sent to all adjacent neighbors by Joe Jerabek, Town Zoning Administrator, no response received.  PC recommends to Town of Lincoln Board of Supervisors for approval. The parcel is located in the W 1/2 of the SW¼ of the SE¼, Section 16, T25N R24E.  PC recommends to Town of Lincoln Board of Supervisors for approval.  Motion made to grant request with condition that the balance of the parcel to be zoned to Conforming A-2 General Ag.  (Jerabek/ N. Cochart).  Motion carried.
