Town of Lincoln Annual Meeting Minutes                                                                                                                         April 16, 2019
Chairman Cory Cochart called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Also present were Supervisor Jesse Jerabek, new Supervisor Jordan Nowak, Town Assessor, Joe Jerabek, and Treasurer Tim Strnad.  Minutes to be taken by Clerk Mary Ann Salmon.  Members of the public present:  see attached sign-in sheet.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Following this, Mick Sagrillo made a motion to accept the minutes of the 2018 Annual Meeting, and Jodi Parins seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Clerk gave the Financial Report, including the Income and Expenses for 2018; the deficit at the end of the year was listed on report, difference was made up by using investments. Don Niles asked for confirmation of Ground Water mapping cost:  ToL final expense was $20,000 after grant was applied.  Treasurer Strnad supplied Financial Report for 2018 and comparison of 2018 Tax Levy for Kewaunee County municipalities.   First Responders donation was approved by public vote as $4000 for 2019. 

Public comment:   
Revaluation of Town of Lincoln:  Assessor Jerabek stated that the Town will have a revaluation per state of Wisconsin requirement; last revaluation happened in 2007.  Revaluation has been budgeted at $40,000 and will be completed by Action Appraisers of Kaukauna by July/August.  The revaluation requires that appraisers be granted access to all buildings in the Town, letter of notification will sent by Action Appraisers to residents for scheduling purposes.  Request for appraisers to show I.D. was made by Margie Lychwick.

Curbside Pick-up:  Town will be moving to curbside pickup of garbage and recyclables by Going Garbage, informative meeting for residents is scheduled for 4.24.19 at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Decision to pursue curbside pickup comes after much abuse of the current system, only getting worse since the Town went to once a week drop off.  The abuse is mainly people bringing items that do not belong there, bringing them at all hours of the day, and the people bringing them are not all Town residents.

Current Town Hall:  Jesse Jerabek stated current hall was grandfathered in because it met codes when built.  It is in Right of Way, has no foundation, and lacks a working bathroom.  Mick Sagrillo questioned legal exposure the Town would have if legal action was taken against the Town and we were aware of not being ADA compliant.  When was last time insurance company actually was physically in this building?  Jodi Parins mentioned the lack of bathroom facilities for election workers during 14 hour shifts, furnace not being reliable, and the case that revenue could be collected if renting out new hall for family gatherings.

[bookmark: _GoBack]New Town Hall:  Jesse Jerabek reviewed steps Board of Supervisors has taken so far:  2016 Resolution to build new town hall was passed at 2016 Annual Meeting and a special meeting was held re: new town hall on 1.12.17 and again, town residents again voted in favor of going ahead w/ construction.  $240,000 was approved for construction only, excluding furnishings and land purchase.  All legwork done so far has been done free of charge to the Town (drawings and getting quotes).  Old dump site was cleared of contamination by Robert E. Lee, but after negative comments, the Board pursued other sites, purchasing land on Maple Road at the end of 2018.  As of Jan.12, 2019, old approval for new town hall has expired.  Per Wisc Towns Association attorney, a new resolution approved by public is needed to go forward.  Per state statutes, town must go out for bids, accepting the lowest bid unless it can be deemed contractor is not qualified.  Valley Bldg Systems has quoted $195,865 (2016), $216,959 (2018) and $245,000(2019).  Lonnie Fenendael suggested a resident survey for input.  Motion made to schedule special meeting for public to voice opinions on new town hall and have itemized cost estimates available along with Treasurer’s 5 year projection of accounts (D. Niles / Kinnard).  Motion carried and May 7, 2019 special meeting will be posted on website, published in GB and Kewaunee paper, posted at 3 usual places in township and also placed at dumpster site for weekend drop off viewing.  Clerk also suggested subscription to website for updates through email.

Financing:  Treasurer stated Wind Turbine impact fee will now go away and Shared Revenue will also be affected.  After Revaluation is complete, a public meeting should be scheduled to address possible raising of local levy.  Town of Lincoln tax levy is lowest in county at 3.739% with highest = Village of Casco, 19.313%.  Strnad would rather take out a low interest loan than deplete ToL investment accounts.

With no other comments, Jodi Parins made a motion and Don Niles seconded it to keep the Annual Town Meeting on the third Tuesday of April in 2020 which falls on 4.21.20.

Jodi Parins made a motion and Paul Wallace seconded it to adjourn the meeting at 8:39PM.  Motion carried.
