SPECIAL BOARD OF SUPERVISORS (BoS) MEETING MINUTES
FOR TOWN OF LINCOLN, KEWAUNEE COUNTY 
Monday, January 13, 2020, at the Lincoln Town Hall, N8497 County C, Casco, WI

1. Special Board of Supervisors Meeting called to order at 7:04p.m. by Town Chairman, Cory Cochart followed by Pledge of Allegiance. BoS present: Jordan Nowak and Jesse Jerabek.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Mick Sagrillo, Jodi Parins, Jenny Nowak, Ricky Weidner, Vicki Alberts, Steve Alberts, Lynda Cochart, Wendy Vlies, Joe Zellner, Suzy Vania, Starlyn Salemi, Carol Wautlet, & Eric Weidner. 
2.  Motion made to approve the 1.13.20 Special Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes agenda (Nowak / Jerabek).  Motion carried with 3-0 vote.  
3.  Special Meeting Minutes:  Chairman Cochart read three sets of meeting minutes from:  4.24.19 Going Garbage Public Meeting, 11.13.19 Budget Public Meeting, and 11.13.19 Special Board of Supervisors Meeting minutes.  Motion made to approve the 4.24.19 Going Garbage Public Meeting minutes (Parins/ Wautlet).  Motion carried (no Nays).  Motion made to approve the 11.13.19 Budget Public Meeting (Parins/ Wautlet).  Motion carried (no Nays).  Motion made to approve the 11.13.19 Special Board of Supervisors Meeting minutes (Jerabek/ Nowak).  Motion carried with 3-0 vote.      
4.  Garbage / Recycle Issue:  Chairman Cochart reviewed his findings on 2019 references to how curbside pickup costs would be added to property tax bills and two viable options to proceed: a) leave things as they are or b) reverse things, refunding 2019 garbage/recycle charges and fill holes later in Budget (see attached).  Supervisor Nowak added website March 2019 Board of Supervisors Monthly meeting minutes noting ToL to pay for curbside, which in addition to Going Garbage meeting notice were what residents had to go by for whom was to pay for 2019 curbside charges.  Supervisor Jerabek indicated no action was taken until the actual 4.24.19 public meeting with Going Garbage, which took place after both the March 2019 meeting minutes and the posting of the 4.24.19 Going Garbage public meeting.  Clerk Salmon questioned Nowak on whether any of 6-8 complainants had attended the 4.24.19 public meeting (Nowak answered in the negative) and how many people he thought actually check the website; she stated there are currently 11 website subscribers.  Salmon felt the number of times information re: curbside pickup charges appearing on property tax bills outweighed the two instances mentioned by Nowak, pointing out the multiple times reference to curbside pickup charges being added to property taxes in December 2019 took place: 4.24.19 Going Garbage Public meeting, 11.4.19 Board of Supervisors Monthly meeting, 11.13.19 Public Budget Hearing, 12.2.19 Board of Supervisors Monthly meeting, and in Treasurer Strnad’s property tax stuffer information.  Portion of audio tape of 4.24.19 Going Garbage Public meeting re: Treasurer Strnad’s explanation of curbside charges appearing on tax bills and ToL Board of Supervisor’s vote to enter into contract with Going Garbage was played for public.

Public Comment:  (Wautlet) Stated she understood since Spring of 2019 that residents would be responsible for payment of curbside pickup charges, noting government has no money of its own to give unless it takes it from someone else.  (Vania)  Stated she does not attend many meetings, but also understood she would pay for curbside pickup and thought explanations were detailed as to what it would cost tax payers. (Lynda Cochart) Stated opinion that 6-8 complainants contacting Supervisor Nowak re: garbage/recycle charges could have been shared with other two members of Board and complaints could be addressed by all three members of Board.  (Sagrillo)  Stated lesson to be learned not to give extra details in ToL postings/meetings due to chances of information being misconstrued.  (Parins) Thinks a series of communications came about in process and this is how local government works: people rely on elected members of the Board for information and if questioned by the public, you have to be accurate in what you tell people and take responsibility for voting actions as a BoS member.  Tired of things being brought up three month in arrears after decisions have been made. Thinks it is irresponsible to suggest someone is trying to get one over on the Town. Stated she also knew charges would be appearing on tax bills.
6.  Action by Board of Supervisors: Motion made to take no action on garbage / recycle charges and leave per BoS decision to include on 2019 property tax bills to be paid by ToL residents (Cochart/ Jerabek).  Motion carried by vote of 3-0.     
7.  Motion made to adjourn at 7:56pm (Jerabek/Nowak).  Motion carried with 3-0.
