Work completed over last month:  2.18.20 Primary Election, returned two special assessment letters, completed ToL Injury & Illness survey, completed 2% Fire Dues Certification for Algoma & Luxemburg, & started April checking account audit.
VI. County Supervisor’s Report:   No Supervisor’s Report.   Supervisor Jerabek reviewed meeting info on high water affect in Kew Cty, no issues in ToL.  Joel Kitchens available for comment & questions:  Stated Wisconsin Assembly focus is on clean water and number of bills passed in Assembly, hoping Senate will now pass.  Nitrate Pilot program, rule making process open.   Long and short term pricing help for farmers.  Jesse asked about MLSP; had received word on one project approved, but not at 90% requested.  Chairman Cochart heard 70-30 now; stated scoring sheet was not included in application, doesn’t agree with how awarded based on score sheet and word that big cities vying for funds for bike lanes.  Feels since State was responsible for approved increased weights on roads, townships should see more dollars for road repairs.  Jodi Parins stated disappointed in short notice of livestock siting hearing, shows disrespect for public, and felt was a push by WDBA.  Kitchens stated this was last minute bill and was pushed for by WTA, now has been dropped.  Cochart stated WTA magazine for March includes article on subject.   Wautlet feels unacceptable that parameters of MLSP funding are not spelled out ahead of time for applicants.

c. New Town Hall Update / Appliances:  Construction bills excluding Stahl gravel bill accounted for and project appears under budget including upgrades and non-construction costs Board opted to include.  Cleaning will be done by contractor.  Jerabek went over comparison between current expenses and approved bids, no contractor costs exceeded bids.  Changing tables, appliances, voting privacy folders to be ordered.  Appliances will be purchased locally if cost does not exceed $3300.  Plans are to have next monthly meeting in new Town Hall contingent on final inspection.  Sale of current Town Hall will be discussed once move is made to new hall.
