III. Motion made to approve June 1, 2020 meeting minutes as submitted (Nowak/ Jerabek).  Motion carried.   

IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on ToL Income, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.  No delinquent dog licenses.  Wisc Elections Grant for Covid costs received at $810.50.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report (Nowak/Jerabek).  Motion carried.   

V. Clerk’s Report:  Correspondence:  County notice of intent to purchase new election machines for 2021 elections; municipality portions of cost undecided, Levy Limit Violation letter from DOR due to 2013 garbage expense calculation, Workman’s Compensation Policy, Wisc Elections Sub-Grant notification for Covid19 costs to complement Routes to Recovery Covid Grant, WTA July magazine, DOR notifications of manufacturing / personal property assessment, and LRIP Project Agreement on Tamarack Road.  Work completed over last month:  attended one PC meeting, returned four special assessment letters, sent out one EMS bill, completed checking account audit, finalized 2019 Financial Report, issued two fireworks permits, issued 108 absentee ballots currently for August election, and published notice for Annual Mtg on 7.14.20.

VII. ATV / UTV Ordinance:  Sheriff Joski presented information on benefit for Town of Lincoln to pass ATV / UTV Ordinance which may match Kewaunee County Ordinance language; if ToL does not pass ordinance, these vehicles are not allowed on town roads unless for farm use.  State laws give local townships right to give permission for ATV/UTVs on town road, but County enforces County Ordinance on public roadways.  County roads are off limits once speed limit over 35mph, operator responsibility to follow State laws and local rules.  ToL Signs would need to be posted at every access points on town roads.  Ordinance / signage costs will be suggested to be discussed at 7.14.20 Annual Meeting. If passed, ordinance has to be filed with DNR, State Troopers, and County.

VIII. Planning Commission (PC) Report:   Sagrillo gave report on two PC meetings:  6.9.20 Public Hearing on Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for construction of 120’ broadband tower on Jordan Nowak property by DC Broadband resulted in PC moving to recommend approval to BoS; CUP checklist reviewed by BoS.  Motion made to approve DC Broadband CUP (Cochart/Jerabek).  Motion carried by 2-0 vote; Supervisor Nowak abstained.  DC Broadband pricing plan available for public review.  6.30.20 PC Meeting was held to review EL-NA Farms Livestock Siting Application.  CUP checklist for El-NA Farms manure storage construction on Pheasant Rd reviewed by BoS; motion made to approve EL-NA CUP Action Report (Jerabek/Nowak).  Motion carried 3-0 vote.

a. Whole House Water Treatment Study:  Chairman Cochart advised town attorney of BoS approval of Stone House request for 6 month extension of payment; update next month.    
b. New Town Hall Update:  Maximum of 99 occupants vs. reduced occupancy was discussed during Covid.  Also discussed waiving rental fees for community service groups.  Top soil spreading is needed yet.  
c.  Road Issues / Multimodal Local Supplement Program (MLSP):  Response needs to be sent to accept award; update next month.
d.  Road Construction Projects (per BoS Review of Town Roads 6.6.20 & 6.27.20):  List of possible projects and costs reviewed; Pheasant Rd: Cty C to Maple Rd and Hawk Rd:  Cty C to Fir Rd. were projects chosen.  Additional culvert work/pothole filling also discussed.   
e.  Manure Hauling Complaints – Black Ash Road:  Complaints of haulers for EL-NA Farms on wrong side of Black Ash Rd.; possibility sections of road could be shut down ahead of time if notified by hauler.
