Town of Lincoln Annual Meeting Minutes   April 27, 2021                                                                                                                        
Chairman Cory Cochart called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Also present were newly elected Chairman Jesse Jerabek and Supervisors Jordan Nowak and newly elected Brent Eisenman, Town Assessor, Joe Jerabek, and Treasurer Tim Strnad.  Minutes to be taken by Clerk Mary Ann Salmon.  Members of the public present:  Mick Sagrillo, Jenny Nowak, Carly Cochart, Lynda Cochart, Jodi Parins, Ron McClure, Suzy Vania.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Following this, Jenny Nowak made a motion to accept the minutes of the 2019 Annual Meeting, Joe Jerabek seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

Public comment:   
1st Responders Donation:  Jesse Jerabek noted DTE contribution of $2,500 towards 1st Responders training and need to get donations approved by electors.  This 2020 contribution not yet paid.  Motion made to approve a total of $6500 donation to First Responders to include 2020 & 2021 DTE contribution (Jenny Nowak/Sagrillo).  Motion carried.

Hawk Road Property:  Jerabek read 2020 annual meeting resolution granting the Town Board authority to sell with no time limit 2 parcels, approximately 6 acres of unused Hawk Road land (old dump), returning parcels to tax rolls.  WTA attorney advised Jesse Jerabek on first right of refusal on 2nd of two parcels and possible contract considerations.  Besides having authority to sell, must deliberate on deed restrictions since town may be potentially liable; cannot disturb clay cap on landfill, cannot use as residential, and a well is not permissible, but in the past such properties were sold as ATV trails, hunting cabins, etc.  Buyer and township need to be protected, so Town attorney will need to be involved.  Joe Jerabek was contacted by Donald Cochart family asking if they could buy a piece of 2nd parcel to allow access of driveway.   McClure asked about current taxing on dump, Joe Jerabek advised to get back on tax rolls would need to be valued by fair market value and reclassified.  First parcel is 3 acres, 2nd parcel is 3.22 acres landfill with clay cap, both are Rural Residential, and there no benefit to combining two parcels.  Once offer is made, BoS may contact Town attorney.

2021 American Rescue Plan (ARPA):  Estimated funds of $45,000 to be received from State w/in 90 days of ARPA signing & another $45,000 to be received w/in 12 months of 1st distribution, no solid guidelines on spending of funds; working with other municipalities, schools, & non-profits to stretch dollars & share approved spending items is encouraged.  Motion made to use ARPA funds for ToL contribution of $1500 to First Responders (Cory Cochart / Joe Jerabek).  Motion carried.  Donations to verified 5013c organizations are allowed.  Funds need to be spent by 12.31.24.  Municipalities may invest ARPA funds in a separate interest earning account.   

Invasive Species:   Parins asked about status of phragmyties eradication in Kew Cty, nothing new known at this time.  Neighboring municipalities don’t work on this issue since Brown County does not put much effort in.

Road Projects:  Parins asked about status of Cedar Rd repair, Chairman Jerabek suggested asking Kinnard Farms for help w/ expenses for possible project next year.  Approximate $103,000 project should get 70% back under MLSP, but have to pay in full to receive reimbursement.  ToL was only one of two municipalities to get funds, usually only get 50% reimbursement from TRIP.  Parins also asked about bridge repair on Black Ash Rd as part of Great Lakes Restoration Initiative Project for 2024; no update available.  ARPA funds may possibly be used for bridges.  Tamarack Rd (TRIP 5-year projects) Cty X to Cardinal  & Cardinal to Hawk and ditch estimates were discussed.  Need to have asphalt invoice paid at latest 1st week in June to qualify for TRIP reimbursement.  Todd Every provided estimates on options for Tamarack Road project and needs an answer / Change Form (1 mile) by May 7, 2021.  No crack filling will take place on ToL roads this year.  Can purchase enough for the first mile and qualify for reimbursement.  

Ditch Cutting:  Estimates were received from Kew Cty for 1st and 2nd ditch cutting.  

Going Garbage:   Dumpster cost waiting for May 3 mtg.  2 residents removed from list and containers picked up.  

Joe Jerabek noted Open Book (5.15.21) and Board of Review (5.29.21) dates; meeting times are 10:00am – 12:00pm on both dates.

Clerk gave the 2020 Expenses / Revenue Report.  Treasurer reviewed the Financial Report for current accounts as of 12.31.20.  New Town Hall loan was for 10 years at 4.5% interest rate and as of 12.31.20 had balance of $131,226.78 with interest paid in 2020:  $6,288.93.  Treasurer also submitted reformatted 2019 Financial Report for accounts as of 12.31.19.  Motion made to adjourn the meeting at 8:29PM (Jenny Nowak / Cory Cochart).  Motion carried.
