


 Town of Lincoln: ToL Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting Minutes, Monday, May 3, 2021

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Town Chairman, Jesse Jerabek.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Board of Supervisors (BoS) present:  Jordan Nowak & Brent Eisenman.  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Lynda Cochart, Jenny Nowak, Steve Alberts, Vicki Alberts, Larry Paul, (       )  and Mick Sagrillo, PC Chairman.
II.  May 3, 2021 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted with changes to switch IX. Business/ Actions: a & b (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   
III. Motion made to approve April 5, 2021 Regular BoS meeting minutes as submitted with correction of location of internet tower to be in Ahnapee Township and dollar amount per ton for asphalt from Northeast Asphalt Inc. (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   Motion made to approve April 19, 2021 Special BoS meeting minutes re:  Tamarack Road projects (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   Motion made to approve April 27, 2021 Annual Meeting of the Electors minutes as submitted (Sagrillo/ Joe Jerabek).  
IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on ToL Income, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.   Kew County DA sent letters to owners of unlicensed dogs.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report as submitted (Nowak / Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   
V. Clerk’s Report:  Work completed over last month:  returned three special assessment letters, completed Society Insurance Workman’s Comp audit, ordered laptop & security service reimbursed $1100 of the $1169 invoice thru Wisconsin Elections Commission Subgrant, supplied documents to bank allowing new chairman’s signature on checks, and ordered BOR training materials for Board of Supervisors.  Clerk requested discount for May 15, 2021 town hall rental due to scheduling conflict with Open Book date, Board approved.  Correspondence received:  Ayres quote to complete ToL pavement report.

VI. County Supervisor’s (District 2) Report:  None.

VII. Planning Commission (PC) Report:  No PC meetings scheduled at this time.  Sagrillo presented Supervisor Eisenman with copy of ToL Zoning Ordinance.  Sagrillo submitted attached report on PC activity. Supervisor Nowak stated after talking to L. Kinnard re: help w/ ToL road repair funds, Kinnard was not interested in contributing due to what he has been put thru in the past.  Nowak feels the town is missing out on money because of PC actions, meetings drag out for hours due to too much detail, and alleged excessive spending on lawyer fees & more than one PC member was kicked off the Commission, naming L. Fenendael as one such member.   Supervisor Eisenman stated opinion on zero unity in country and ToL is no different, brought up request for posting firearms notice in hall, seems we are in the news & don’t need to be for that reason, agrees ToL missed out on revenue along w/ TIF tax.  Made comment about following: residents need a lawyer to put up on mailbox & everyone has to get a lawyer,  zero collaboration- no unity, act of God to work together to change that, feels diversity is lacking in the PC and some members have been pushed off PC. Asked if PC is tasked w/ duties and questioned if Sagrillo comes up w/ PC work himself.  Chairman Jerabek stated his goal is to work with other two BoS members & appreciates their participation and encouraged Supervisor’s input on agenda topics and suggestions for new PC candidates.  Noted Chairman Cochart worked hard for unity and dealt w/ very tough issues, and went out of his way along with Mick Sagrillo to build unity and work w/ residents, but township must follow state statutes to avoid legal costs due to negligence.  Noted GWPP seemed to be divisive, but referred to diligence of PC and Board in Dairy Dreams and Kinnard projects. Jerabek stated he supports the continuing work of PC & noted community rentals are a positive for revenue & cohesiveness in township, agrees PC is stronger with farm owners’ input and feels PC takes into account their input, & would like to get their attendance to increase; had reached out to L. Kinnard for his input because it would help Kinnard’s business re: road conditions.  Feels Sagrillo tries to listen to farmers. Chairman may assign tasks to PC and to-do list has been submitted to Jerabek by Sagrillo.  Sagrillo stated doesn’t know where PC comment on attorney expenses comes from, has not heard negative comments from farm owners, noting actually received thanks from D. Niles, L. Fenendael, L. Kinnard, and R. Kinnard for respect shown; questioned where are negative farmer comments re:  PC coming from?  Reviewed report on PC activity, noting not allowed to contact Town attorney without BoS / Chairman permission; explanation of report is available to BoS members, noting steps taken by PC are per State statute or regulatory requirements and are not made up by ToL PC.  Noted he works very closely w/ BayLake Regional Planning Commission, WTA, and other free resources. Pointed out his labor hours listed on PC activity report & challenged Board members to put in as many hours- not asking for recognition, but stated is a thankless difficult job which entails a lot of work, in which the entire PC is expected to be prepared & researched before meetings.  Also stated believes in transparency, does not believe in gossip or innuendo.  At January meeting, Sagrillo submits annual report of PC of prior year and $30/meeting pay does not include research or preparation, stating PC works at direction of the Town Chairman, and reviewed process of passing Resolutions & Ordinances.   Further discussion also took place on details of departure of past PC members.

VIII. Zoning:  None.

IX. Business/ Actions:  
a. ToL Mask Policy:  Board decided to leave it up to each person to wear a mask as feels necessary.  Board may choose to oblige an attendee if they have a health issue and request masks are worn. 
b. Delegation of Board of Supervisor Tasks:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed duties of Board members, asked Supervisor Eisenman to be a member of the ToL Plan Commission, replacing Supervisor Nowak, and asked Nowak to take over ToL road duties and IOH permitting, working with farmers.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]c. Road Issues / MLS Program / TRIP: Tamarack Rd:  $110,000 budgeted for roadwork and signage in 2021.  June payment must be made to Northeast Asphalt, Inc to be able to file for reimbursement for LRIP.  Motion made to approve Tamarack Road project from Cardinal to Cty X including work on an intersection and shouldering to Cardinal (Nowak / Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  No chip sealing in ToL this year.




	 d. Ditch Cutting:  Motion made to approve two ditch cuttings by the County this year (Eisenman/ Nowak).  Motion carried 3-0.
 	 e. Sale of Locks:  Motion made to approve the sale of extra locks owned by township (Eisenman/ Nowak).  Motion carried 3-0.
 f. Untidy Yards:  No update.
 g. Garbage Pickup / Commercial Dumpsters @ Residences:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed list of changes on Going Garbage list and pricing for dumpsters.  Dumpster service option available to residents if dumpsters are preferred instead of garbage / recycling carts.  Strnad felt refund should be made to residents who already have dumpsters (from another vendor) and are paying for carts. 
 h. Hawk Rd Property:  Offer was made by R. McClure to purchase 1st parcel on Hawk Rd, he is also interested in 2nd parcel of 3.22 acres.  WTA attorney advised deed restriction may be needed on old dump site, since town can be forever potentially liable for leaks or cleanup, conditions may be placed on parcel such as no wells, no residential uses or disturbing of cap, but land could be used as hiking or hunting.  
  i. Stone House Technologies Update:  No update.
  j. 2021 American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA):  No update.
  k. WTA Membership Fees:  Motion made to include $50 fee in annual fees to include video access ( Nowak/Eisenman ).  Motion carried.
X. Public Comment: (Jenny Nowak)   Noted it was clear that a lot of work is done for PC meetings, suggests limit of two meetings per topic, feels residents waste money on legal fees.   (       )  Noted importance of having shoulders of roads invested in for safety of his workers.  (Salmon)  Noted feeling of deja vu with negative statements at beginning of meeting, negative comments don’t build unity, confirmed hard work and capability of Sagrillo, and asked for verification if accusations are made and to be included in meeting minutes.
