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Town of Lincoln: ToL Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting Minutes, Monday, June 7, 2021

I. The regular Board of Supervisors (BoS) meeting was called to order at 7:02p.m. by Town Chairman, Jesse Jerabek.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Supervisors present:  Jordan Nowak & Brent Eisenman (arrival delayed).  Others present:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Jodi Parins, Jenny Nowak, Eric Pieschek, Carol Wautlet, Jesse Dvorachek, Matthew & Kristin Weidner, and Mick Sagrillo, PC Chairman.
II. June 7, 2021 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted with changes to address 8. a & b Zoning Hearings to precede PC Report: (Nowak/ Jerabek).  Motion carried 2-0.   
III. Motion made to approve May 3, 2021 Regular BoS meeting minutes as submitted with addition of Jesse Dvorachek as May meeting attendee (Nowak/ Jerabek).  Motion carried 2-0.   
IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on ToL Income, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.   Kew County DA sent 2nd notice to two owners of unlicensed dogs.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report as submitted (Nowak/ Jerabek).  Motion carried 2-0.  Supervisor Nowak asked when EL-NA Farms road repair contribution is normally paid; nothing received yet for 2021. 
V. Clerk’s Report:  Work completed over last month:  returned two special assessment letters, attended one PC meeting and Open Book / BOR meetings and filed necessary forms w/ State, and reserved two town hall rental dates.  Correspondence received:  DTE donation for 1st Responders, Workman’s Comp audit refund check, Kewaunee Cty Hwy notice of highway closing, one liquor license application, MFL- Transfer Order, ARPA reminders, and WTA May & June magazines. 

VI. County Supervisor’s (District 2) Report:  None.

VII. Zoning:  
a. A rezoning hearing took place on 5.27.21 for Mathew and Kristin Weidner to rezone a 5.00 acre parcel from A-1 Agricultural to Rural Residential.  The remaining 9.50 acres of the parcel will be zoned to A-2 General Ag to comply with the zoning ordinance. The parcel is located north of N8209 County Rd. C, Casco.  Rezoning Hearing Action Report completed by BoS.  Motion made to approve rezoning request for Mathew and Kristin Weidner (Nowak/Eisenman).  Motion carried 2-0; Chairman Jerabek abstained.  Certified copy of survey was submitted.   b. On 6.3.21, a rezoning hearing took place for Eric Pieschek to rezone a 40.00 acre parcel from A-1 Agricultural into 2 separate 20 acre A-2 General Ag parcels.  The parcel is located east of N8846 Black Ash Rd., Algoma.  Rezoning Hearing Action Report completed by BoS.  Motion made to approve rezoning request for Eric Pieschek (Nowak/Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  Certified copy of survey was submitted.

VIII. Planning Commission (PC) Report:  
a. Sagrillo requested Zoning Hearing be moved up before PC Report permanently on future agendas.  No PC meetings scheduled currently, Sagrillo reviewed dates of 5.27.21 & 6.3.21 Zoning Hearings and noted contact made with Town attorney by Chairman Jerabek re: delinquency of S. Fenendael occupancy permit.  CUP and Site Plan Review forms will be revised to be less cumbersome.  Sagrillo reviewed a document listing Expectations of Plan Commission members. Supervisor Nowak alleged there was violation of open meetings laws by PC members, stating everyone at 5.27.21 S. Fenendael hearing knew about (delay of site plan review) except two people and S. Fenendael had until 6.1.21 to comply. Jerabek corrected date of occupancy delinquency was 3.1.21 date set by S. Fenendael himself, while 6.1.21 was deadline for septic soil test.  Parins stated only procedural questions were discussed by herself, Sagrillo, and Chairman Jerabek before the 5.27.21 hearing since Sagrillo was unexpectedly not able to attend.  In response to Nowak’s accusation, by verbal survey of attending PC members by Parins, 3 of 5 remaining members stated they did not have prior knowledge of occupancy delinquency issue either thereby debunking Nowak’s claim of violation of open meetings law.  b. A site plan review for construction of a barn for Scott Fenendael on County Road P was also on the schedule for 5.27.21 but did not take place due to delinquency in an occupancy permit.  Chairman Jerabek stated the Town attorney agreed with the board’s stance on following the Town’s ordinance requirements and would like to work with S. Fenendael to help him with compliance.  A letter was drafted and approved to be sent to S. Fenendael re: steps to meet compliance requirements; Supervisor Nowak felt 60 days was not enough time, so time frame removed from document

IX. Business/ Actions:  
a. Road Issues:
· MLS Program (Cedar Rd):  No update.
· TRIP: Tamarack Rd:  June invoice payment will be made to Northeast Asphalt, Inc for TRIP reimbursement filing.  
Tamarack Road project from Cardinal to Cty X including work on an intersection and shouldering to Cardinal completed.  
· Black Ash Road Damage:  Chairman received notice of damage, $4452.79 chip seal repair quoted from Scott Construction; 
estimate from the County can be requested.  Chairman waiting to hear back from operator causing damage.  
· Culverts:  Drake Rd & Cherry Rd-  Drake Rd culvert repair on hold.  Kew County and Champion Excavating quotes received.  
Motion made to approve $5300 quote from Kew County for culvert work on Cherry Rd (Nowak / Eisenman). Motion carried 3-0.  
· Date of BoS Road Review:  Update next month. 
 b. Sale of Locks:  No update.
 c. Untidy Yards:  Lawn has been cut at one of the untidy properties.  
 



 

d. Garbage Pickup / Commercial Dumpsters @ Residences:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed list of updates on Going Garbage list and one recycling complaint.
 e. Hawk Rd Property:  Offer was made by R. McClure to purchase 1st parcel on Hawk Rd, but is also interested in 2nd parcel of 3.22 acres.  Board discussed fill from Tamarack Rd project was not dumped on Hawk Rd property as County said it would be, fill transported to another property in ToL farther away.  Motion made to keep 2nd parcel on Hawk Rd (Nowak/Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  
  f. Stone House Technologies Update:  No update.  Town attorney will attend meeting (at no charge) per Chairman’s request when Stone House update is available.
  g. 2021 American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA):  Clerk will attend 6.10.21 webinar on filing for funds.
  h. Liquor Licenses:  Motion made to approve two tavern licenses and one picnic license with usual fees ( Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.
  i.  July 5, 2021 meeting will be kept as first Monday of July.

X.  Public Comment: (Sagrillo) In response to last month’s meeting comments, hopes document provided tonight clarifies issues and provides transparency.  Disagrees w/ statement that he kicked L. Fenendael off PC, always appreciated his opinion, but when up for reappointment was not approved by previous Chairman.  Stated he did ask for NO Firearms posting as old Town Hall was posted.  Addressed comment on losing out on money through TIF Tax; ToL Board was advised against TIF Tax district by Bay Lakes Regional Planning and former Green Bay TIF Grant writer, Jennifer Brown. Recommended against because it was not in the best interest of township, would cost ToL residents money, and was inappropriate for area even if it was legal.  Encouraged others to ask clarifying questions before making statements.  (Wautlet) Suggested two dates per month be set aside on PC member’s calendars to avoid surveys for available meeting dates.  (Parins) Suggested BoS Road review take place in Fall after the harvest and asked for Good Neighbor Policy to be resurrected.   (Jesse Jerabek) Received complaints on semis hauling on Maple Rd, no IOH applications received this year, requested IOH contact be listed on website as Supervisor Nowak.  Stated to save on wear & tear on roads, permission had been granted for roads to be bored under to allow use of hoses, but haulers are not using hoses, just transporting & causing damage to roads.  Also suggested rental fees of Town Hall could be placed in fund for improvements / principal of loan.

XII. Bills:  June bills were reviewed & check register signed by Board of Supervisors.  Motion made to approve June bills, holding Kew Cty Hwy bill until July (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.
