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I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Town Chairman, Jesse Jerabek.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Other Board of Supervisors (BoS) present:  Jordan Nowak & Brent Eisenman.  Others in attendance:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Jodi Parins, Joe Vincent, Lynda Cochart, Dick Bultman, Gary Jashinsky, Don Niles, Richard Dombrowski, Larry Paul, ToL Constable, Nick Guilette, County Supervisor, and Mick Sagrillo, PC Chairman.
II. August 2, 2021 Agenda:  Motion made to approve agenda as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   
III. Motion made to approve July 5, 2021 Regular BoS meeting minutes as submitted w/ correction of Cty S to Cty C under County Supervisor’s Report  (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   

IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on ToL Income, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.  One outstanding delinquent dog license for Kew County DA to address; owner has been contacted by County and ToL.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   

V. Clerk’s Report:  Work completed over last month:  Work completed in last month:  Returned two special assessment letters, called Sheriff’s Dept. to have contact info updated, sent permit letter to Scott Fenendael, contacted IRS on extra fee letter, processed election postcards on poll book registrations, updated sale of locks on Website, filed 2022 Recycling Grant Application.  Correspondence received:  Silver Creek GLRI project denial, Electronic poll book information, DOR information on Equalized Values, Shared Revenues, School Levy Tax Credit, Fire Dues distribution, WTA August 16, 2021 Kew County Unit meeting, and WTA July magazine.  Motion made to approve Clerk’s Report as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   

VI. County Supervisor’s (District 2) Report:  Supervisor Guilette reported:  Chuck Wagoner resigning from following positions:  County Supervisor (District 11), Land & Water Chairman, & Glacier Land Resource Conservation & Development Committee President, ongoing review for jail repair bids, resolution passed re: partnering w/ Spectrum Broadband in Wisconsin Public Service Commission grant, resolution for public health emergency action was rescinded, Cty Highway Dept. still accepting public input on Cty C rumble strips, and staues of zebra, lion and rhino are in at Bremer Park.  

VII. Zoning:  None. 
VIII. Planning Commission (PC): 
a.  S. Fenendael Building / Residential Permit Discussion:  No update.
b. PC Chairman Report:  No PC meetings or hearings to be reported on and none scheduled at this time.  Sagrillo revised language on CUP & Zoning action reports and PC may be tasked w/ work on ordinance re: road damage.  PC Membership and Advisors: History 2013 to 2021:  Sagrillo responded to July meeting statements made by Andy Nowak re: being kicked off of PC by Sagrillo as inaccurate by reviewing attached document.  Sagrillo stated he does not have the ability to kick people off the PC, was not responsible for Andy Nowak and others such as D. Moreau or P. Wallace not being reappointed to PC- both of them had resigned, and also noted he had requested L. Fenendael twice for PC reappointment, stating he appreciated the difference in opinion brought to the table by L. Fenendael, but Fenendael had not been reappointed.  
c. Nutrient Management Plan Question:  Sagrillo reviewed attached document: History of Animal Units (AU) RE: how Groundwater & Surface Water Protection Report & Recommendations (GSWRR) Total Dairy and Beef Cattle and Calves table/chart evolved in response to July meeting accusations made by Supervisor Nowak re: lying about origin of table information.  Per documentation, Sagrillo stated Nowak had five opportunities at PC meetings to correct Andy Nowak’s name on table before final version of GSWPRR was approved & wondered why it took several months since approval to now object.  Nowak stated “like you said before, you got these from Davina (Boness of Kew Cty Land & Water), the people that turned in their nutrient management plan” and “you said the first chart numbers came from the plans”.   Sagrillo corrected Nowak’s assertions by stating he never had nutrient management plans, these were not made public by request from the DNR until June 2021, and that the chart numbers came from Davina, although Andy Nowak’s name was not on the first chart from Boness, but later added during PC edits of GSWRR.  Sagrillo proposed redacting Andy Nowak’s name / leaving space blank and revising language in paragraph preceding the table.  Supervisor Nowak stated he himself has been filling out nutrient management plans for six years and turning them in to Land & Water…. “so Davina has it, …. that’s the name that should have been on there from the first chart, that’s what I was questioning”, but then stated he wanted to drop it & move forward, and that he did not want his name on the table when Sagrillo offered to insert his name on table in place of his father’s.  Since the intent was to keep the GSWPRR up to date and since now privy to new information, Chairman Jerabek proposed correcting document by removing Andy Nowak’s name, adding Jordan Nowak’s name since he is the owner of cattle in question, and also revising language preceding table in question (manure management plans complying with Land & Water for Farmland Preservation).  Action item to be addressed on September meeting agenda.  Sagrillo noted at time of GSWRR edits, attention of entire PC was on the table and not on the language in the paragraph, and nobody caught the problem with language.  
d. Legal Expenses:  No further action requested by Supervisor Nowak.  

IX. Business/ Actions:  
a. Conflict Management:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed agenda item requests per ToL August 2019 Resolution policy, WTA guidelines and State statutes:  town meeting agendas are to be posted at a minimum of 24 hours before meeting, with 2 hours minimum for addition of emergency items.  Agenda item requests and supporting documents must be submitted to Chairman at least one week prior to a meeting; upon approval of agenda item, Chairman forwards documents to other town officials for their review.  Per WTA and State statutes, open ended meeting agenda items do not give the public proper notice of what is to be discussed, so specific topics should be listed as agenda items so research and documents may be brought to meeting, possibly avoiding the need to wait until next month for answers or production of documentation.  Email, in-person and phone conversations re: agenda items outside of meetings are prohibited per open meetings laws, not including polls for availability.  Jerabek noted this was the reason he was not able to respond to Supervisor Nowak’s 8.1.21 group email re: his un-seconded motion made at July meeting.  Jerabek also asked for assistance from Supervisors in keeping order during meetings if necessary, noting he would like to work together in a positive manner, dialog should be civil & public comment time can be utilized, the Chairman has the right to recognize / not recognize anyone at any time during a meeting, a time limit may be enforced, and disruptors may be asked to leave.  Items affecting the Chairman personally should be addressed during public comment time and not as an agenda item.   WTA Conflict Management document was reviewed briefly by Jerabek on controversial topics, BoS was provided a copy of document at July meeting. 
b. Road Issues:  
· MLS Program (Cedar Rd):  No MLS Program update; Chairman Jerabek contacted ELNA Farms re: $5000 road repair 
contribution for 2021. 
· IOH: Complaints received for overweight hauling of hay on Maple Rd w/out requesting permission; Chairman Jerabek 
contacted hauler.  
· Black Ash Road Damage:  Chairman Jerabek received notice of damage on Black Ash Road; Chairman now reports 
operator retracted statement of responsibility.  No further contact has been made, no return calls have been received.  Supervisor Nowak to now contact operator.  BoS to review further action and ordinance for paying for road damage to be discussed.    
· Hawk / Fir Road Complaint:   On 7.5.21 gravel was spread on top of the asphalt to facilitate manure hauling. Although the 
trucking has stopped, the gravel remained and two accidents were reported at intersection.  Supervisor Eisenman contacted operator and gravel taken care of immediately.  Kew Cty Sheriff never recommends hazardous materials be placed on roads.  
· Black Ash Road Tree Removal:  Chairman Jerabek called RM Masonry LLC to remove a fallen tree blocking Black Ash Road 
following a storm.  BoS approved emergency small ticket items, such as tree removal, may be hired out by members of BoS when necessary without approval at a meeting. 
· Bridge Vandalism at Cty C/Maple Rd & Cty S:  Painted bridge vandalism discussed, no action taken by BoS. 
	c. Maple Road Well Contamination:  Two positive E. coli tests were confirmed in ToL following 300 wells tested in Kewaunee Cty.  Letters from Land & Water have been sent out to residences with 1/2 mile of contaminations. Names of owners have been forwarded to the DNR to see if the wells may be eligible for well compensation if tests show that it has been linked to a Bovine source. Neither well has a confirmed Bovine or human source yet and Land & Water noted spreading did take place and was well w/in limits.  State compensation depends on proof to be from farms.
                d. Peninsula Pride Farms Funds re: Contaminated Wells:  Don Niles presented information on Water Well funds through Peninsula Pride Farms to assist with safe clean drinking water through Culligan water in Kewaunee or Door counties if contaminated with E. coli whether through agricultural or non-agricultural sources.  Funds would also be available for a well inspection by Champion Pump and for half of cost to install Culligan system to remove E. coli if necessary.  All assistance will be kept confidential.  $15 per test was contributed by GLC Mineral to assist in the testing of 300 wells tested in Kewaunee Cty.  
                e. Sale of Locks:  Remaining two deadbolts and keypad lock are listed on eBay, Craigslist and Marketplace. 
                f. Town Hall Parking Lot Weed Control:  Motion made to approve $105 estimate for spraying weeds in parking lot (Nowak/Eisenman).  Motion carried. 
                g. Town Hall Rental Approval for Non-Profit Group:  Motion made to approve no-fee rental of ToL town hall on 9.11.21 by non-profit group for deaf senior citizens (Jerabek / Nowak).  Motion carried 3-0.   
                h. 2021 American Rescue Plan:  Rules for use of ARPA funds are still being developed by Federal government.
                i. Good Neighbor Policy:  No update.

X.  Public Comment:  (Cochart) Asked if town hall water had been tested due to rentals, noted flowerbeds at hall look nice, and asked if yellow lines on Spruce Rd could possibly be painted due to safety concerns.  (Jesse Jerabek) Bottled water is available and should not be used for drinking.   (Dombrowski) Stated his sample was taken from faucet, thinks he may have over reacted on E.coli in water, has had great experience with follow-up process on positive E coli test, and doesn’t expect further issues.  (Strnad)  Feels Black Ash Rd damage should have some costs paid by operator and ToL should not have to cover repair costs.  (Joe Jerabek)  ToL could have Kew Sheriff investigate criminal damage of roads.  (Jesse Jerabek)  Wisconsin state statute allows for recoupment of 3x cost of road damage.  (Parins)  Re: public damage, she was responsible in the past to pay for unintentional damages she caused in other municipalities.  Noted PC Chairman spent the better part of an hour defending himself against accusations that could have been handled in minutes rather than hours & using town resources.  This is not the first time significant town resources have been used trying to run down fell statements such as these, would not dignify comments that she and another PC member were having an ongoing conversation at a prior meeting.  Hates to see our tax money wasted this way and feels it is repugnant that every ToL representative present, except Supervisor Eisenman and Joe Jerabek, has been attacked in one way or the other, spending a lot of time and money answering these ridiculous claims.  Also applauds Chairman Jerabek putting a stop to any more of these unfounded statements.

XI. Agenda Items for Next Meeting 9.13.21:  Road Issues: MLSP/ IOH/Black Ash Road Damage; 2021 ARPA;  Nutrient Management Plan chart info in GSWRR;  Supervisor Nowak asked for PC Chairman removal to be placed on September agenda; Chairman Jerabek proposed Nowak review and get back to him on request supported by research and documentation by one week before next meeting.  Jerabek also noted state statute re: unethical or immoral behavior and the need for proof of wrong doing on cause for removals. 
XII. Bills:  August bills were reviewed & check register signed by Board of Supervisors.  Motion made to approve August bills (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.   .
XIII. Adjournment:   9:10pm. Motion made to adjourn (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.
