I.  Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance:   Chairman Jesse Jerabek called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Also present were Supervisors Jordan Nowak and Brent Eisenman, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Mick Sagrillo, Plan Commission Chairman, and Tim Strnad, Treasurer. Minutes to be taken by Clerk Mary Ann Salmon.  Members of the public present:  Kelly Pinchart.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Jerabek went over stipulations of the Annual Meeting per Wisconsin State Statutes re: date of meeting, publication of notice of meeting, public comment items, changes to township’s appointed or elected official positions, Board actions upon recommendation of residents, and voting eligibility at meeting.  Financial reports were available for viewing by residents.  Voting tonight will be by hand vote.  Supervisors may make motions and vote; Chairman may not make motion, but may vote.  

II. 2021 Annual Meeting Minutes Approval:  On 5.3.21 MOTION WAS MADE TO APPROVE 2021 ANNUAL MEETING MINUTES AS SUBMITTED (SAGRILLO/JOE JERABEK). MOTION CARRIED.  

III. Public comment:   Recommendation made to commend Lincoln Board of Supervisors on swift and well managed culvert repair on Spruce Road (Joe Jerabek/ Strnad).  Motion carried unanimously.  Hickory Road culvert shared w/ Town of Ahnapee has failed; Special Meeting of Board of Supervisors to follow this Annual Meeting of the Electors to discuss.

· First Responders Donation:  Motion made to donate $4000 ($2500 from DTE + $1500 from ARPA funds) to First Responders (Joe Jerabek / Sagrillo).  Motion carried unanimously.   Chairman Jerabek noted DTE contribution of $2,500 towards First Responders training and need to get donations approved by electors. Treasurer will move a total of $3000 from ARPA funds for 2021 / 2022.  2021 American Rescue Plan (ARPA):  Estimated funds of $49,000 to be received from State w/in 90 days of ARPA signing & another estimated $49,000 to be received w/in 12 months of 1st distribution.  $99,749.13 total Funds need to be reported for projects by 12.31.24 and spent by 12.31.26.

· Strnad requested Board discuss getting parking lot at Town Hall paved.  After most of snow was gone, Dave Routhieaux had smoothed gravel piles on edges & filled pot holes of parking lot.  Chairman Jerabek and sons fine raked gravel out of lawn.  Re: WTA party on 5.16.22, Clerk Salmon would like to have a group clean up before party.  

· Road Maintenance:  Spot shouldering discussed at various ToL roads, Hemlock Road discussed as possible road project for 2022 along with crack filling at Hawk Rd & Bluebird Rd.  Gravel Road to be graded every other year to keep vegetation growth down.  Town of Red River and Town of Lincoln responsibilities reviewed on shared roads.

· Chairman Jerabek asked if ToL residents would like to pursue a Right of Way Ordinance.    

IV. Annual Town Meeting will be held on the default third Tuesday of April in 2022 which falls on 4.18.23. 

V. Review of 2021 Annual Reports by Clerk & Treasurer:  Clerk gave the 2021 Expenses / Revenue Report; motion made to accept 2021 Expenses / Revenue Report (Sagrillo / Joe Jerabek).  Motion carried unanimously.  Re: Garbage / Recycle expenses and revenue, Treasurer noted difference between E40/41 compared to R46 is because revenue is collected for previous year charges. Treasurer reviewed the Financial Report for current accounts as of 12.31.21. New Town Hall loan was for 10 years at 3.89% interest rate and as of 12.31.21 had balance of $118,202.23 with interest paid in 2021:  $5,500.35.  Motion made to accept the (Sagrillo / Joe Jerabek) Motion carried unanimously.  

VI. Motion made to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 PM (Joe Jerabek / Sagrillo).  Motion carried unanimously.
