
Special Meeting of Board of Supervisors, Town of Lincoln, Kewaunee County
Tuesday, April 19th, 2022 at 8:00 PM to follow Annual Meeting

Chairman Jesse Jerabek called the meeting to order at 8:05 PM. Also present were Supervisors Jordan Nowak and Brent Eisenman, Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Mick Sagrillo, Plan Commission Chairman, and Tim Strnad, Treasurer.  Minutes to be taken by Clerk Mary Ann Salmon.  Members of the public present:  Kelly Pinchart.  

Board held discussion on splitting cost 50-50 for culvert failure with Town of Ahnapee for shared Hickory Road.  Photos of failed culvert were presented by Chairman Jerabek.  No estimate is available at this time from Kewaunee County.  Motion made to allow Kewaunee County do the culvert repair and regrading on Hickory Road (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried
3-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussion also followed on options for sign repair and repairs on Turkey Lane, Hemlock Road, Hawk Road, Pine Road, Apple Road, Elm Road, Balsam, and Bluebird Road.  Motion made to allow RM Masonry, LLC to continue to fill pot holes in Town of Lincoln (Nowak / Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  Chairman Jerabek noted it is the Town’s responsibility to maintain all Town roads including gravel roads.  Motion made to allow RM Masonry, LLC to grade ToL roads:  Turkey, Elm, Bluebird, and Pine with a cap of $5,000 (Nowak / Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  Motion made to allow RM Masonry to do spot shouldering on roads:  Maple, Canary/Elm, Hemlock/Pheasant, Cardinal, and Spruce (Nowak / Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.
