


Town of Lincoln: ToL Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting Minutes, Monday, June 6, 2022
I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Town Chairman, Jesse Jerabek.  Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Other Board of Supervisors (BoS) present:  Jordan Nowak & Brent Eisenman.  Public attendance:  Tim Strnad, Town Treasurer and Joe Jerabek, Town Assessor, Larry Paul, Town Constable, Nick Guilette, County Supervisor,  Brian Paplham, and Mick Sagrillo, PC Chairman.  Minutes to be taken by Town Clerk, Mary Ann Salmon.

II. June 6, 2022 Agenda:  Motion made to approve June 6, 2022 agenda as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  
III. May 2, 2022 Regular BoS meeting minutes:  Motion made to approve the May 2, 2022 meeting minutes as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  

IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Strnad gave report on ToL Income/Interest, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.   Currently one delinquent dog license.  Motion made to approve Treasurer’s Report as submitted (Nowak/ Eisenman).  Motion carried 3-0.  

V. Clerk’s Report:  Work completed in last month:  Completed final annual financial DOR report, returned two special assessment letters, attended WTA meeting on 5.16.22, Spring Cleaning day on 5.14.22, Board of Review meeting & filed affidavits, posted Memorial Day week delay in garbage pickup to website, received one liquor license request for Board approval for Church Picnic, ordered ballots & updated absentee ballot log for 8.9.22 election, transported / picked up election machine from County, and signed off on verification of services provided by Algoma Fire & Rescue.  Correspondence received:  May WTA magazine, 2022 final Statement of Assessment, notice of alternate ballot paper due to paper shortage, Fire Inspection Report (no violations), info on BayCare Bicycle Tour, ARPA Compliance Supplement, and letter of guidance on Indefinitely Confined Voter Re-verification.

VI. County Supervisor’s (District 2) Report:  Nick Guilette reported ToL Bridge Aid for Spruce Rd and Hickory Drive were approved.  Sheriff Joski would like County Board to vote for jail so it would not have to go to referendum; revisions have been made to new jail budget manageable, will amount to increase in property tax of $32.04 per average home price of approx. $157,700 / $20.32 on $100,000 home.

VIII. Planning Commission (PC):  PC Chairman Report:   M. Sagrillo reported on following: free well testing is available to ToL residents from Land & Water Dept. of Kew County, information will be posted on website, regularly scheduled PC meetings are now the 4th Wednesday of the month- June 22 currently will not be held due unless PC topics or requests come up.  Chairman Jerabek had suggested a raise of $40/meeting for PC members.  ToL currently does not issue burning permits and is not required to per WTA legal advice.  At this time, a resident should call the Sheriff’s Dept. if they are planning to burn.

     b. Luxemburg Fire & Rescue #903 Tender Replacement: Chairman Jerabek attended meeting on Luxemburg Fire & Rescue #903 Tender replacement; truck has been approved and ordered.    

XI. Business:   
     a.  ToL Road Issues:  (LRIP  / BIL ):  Chairman Jerabek reviewed current Kewaunee County Highway Dept. road repair invoices, Bridge Aid for Spruce Rd culvert and Hickory Road Culvert replacement, and road work completed by RM Masonry, LLC; crack filling invoice not received yet for $7,000.  After Bridge Aid for Hickory Road culvert, Town of Ahnapee will split the balance with ToL.  Reviewed 2022 Budget and expenses so far in 2022 for road repairs.  Board will have a road review special meeting on Wednesday, June 15 at 5:00pm.  IOH complaint received re: tanker truck over the center line going uphill on Spruce Road.  Discussion of Special Needs Child sign installed on Elm Road per parent request and request for lowering of speed limit. 
     	     b.   Pheasant Road:  Brian Paplham of Scott Construction was present to discuss Pheasant Road work; tentative schedule is for August, price has been locked in.  ARPA funds may be used for project.  Motion made to approve Scott Construction bid for $114,329 for Pheasant Road project w/ possibility of having to borrow money (Jerabek / Nowak).  Roll call vote: yes = 3, no = 0.

     d.  Increase in Plan Commission Member Reimbursement per meeting:  Motion made to increase the Plan Commission members’ reimbursement to $40/meeting starting immediately (Eisenman / Jerabek).  Motion carried 3-0.
     e.  Luxemburg Fire & Rescue #903 Tender Replacement:  Replacement of Luxemburg Fire & Rescue #903 Tender was approved unanimously.
