      c.  Algoma Fire & Rescue, upcoming and previous meetings:  Algoma Fire & Rescue will now give each of the three Towns one vote and City of Algoma will have two votes.  
      d.  Towns of Ahnapee, Pierce & Lincoln Special Fire Meeting:  Good meeting was held in May by Town Chairmen and ToL Supervisors.
      e.  Fire / Rescue /  First Responder Training w/ DTE:  Training will happen at digester this summer per CUP conditions.
      f.   Kewaunee County Emergency Response:  Chairman Jerabek attended training open to municipalities, schools, etc.  State funding is available to Towns for damage over $4,000, certain businesses may qualify for FEMA funds, but residents will not get FEMA help if flooded; schools or governmental buildings will get FEMA help.       
      g.  Road Tour Observations, Yellow Lines on Spruce Rd and Grading/Road Repair Needs:  BoS road tour on ToL road conditions were discussed along with grading needs.  Yellow lines cost $2,400, may be done w/ grant funds when repaving from Martin to Cty S on Spruce then new lines could be done.     
      h.  Pheasant Road Ditch Clean-up & Restoration Progress:  Ditch cleanup is done for now, with a little more work done by County in Fall.
