


Town of Lincoln: ToL Board of Supervisors Regular Meeting Minutes, Monday, March 11, 2024

I. The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Town Chairman, Jesse Jerabek with the Pledge of Allegiance recited.  Other Board of Supervisors (BoS) present:  Dave Routhieaux and Tony Strnad.  Public attendance:  Town Treasurer Tim Strnad, Town Assessor & Zoning Administrator Joe Jerabek, County Supervisor Nick Guilette, Amy Jerabek, Mary Beaurain, Jim Beaurain, Ken Beaurain, Deb Beaurain, Judy LeCaptain, Lynda Cochart, Cory Cochart, Joe Bader, Superintendent Jo-Ellen Fairbanks, Rebecca Dobbe, and Superintendent Jesse Brinkmann. Minutes to be written by Town Clerk, Mary Ann Salmon from tape recording.

II. March 11, 2024 Agenda:  Motion made to approve March 11, 2024 agenda as submitted (Routhieaux / Strnad).  Motion carried 3-0.  
III. Approval of Meeting Minutes:  Motion made to approve February 5, 2024 Regular Meeting minutes as submitted (Routhieaux/Strnad). Motion carried 3-0.  

IV. Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Strnad gave report on February ToL Income/Interest, Checking, CD, Savings, & Loan accounts.  Motion made to approve February Treasurer’s Report as submitted (Routhieaux / Strnad).  Motion carried 3-0. Treasurer Strnad mailed out notices for 13 delinquent dog licenses.      
V. Clerk’s Report:  Work completed over the last month: gathered info on Green Bay Press Gazette alleged overdue balance, received two calls from possible buyer of Susie’s, made contact w/ three Town Hall renters, made updates on Town Hall rental form, filed 2% fire dues for Algoma Fire Dept., picked up election materials from County Clerk , sent out 23 absentee ballots so far for 4.2.2024 election, answered request for Board salary amounts, posted sign re: no absentee ballots to be put in drop box, issued one special assessment letter, resolved website issue w/ Town Web Design, updated IOH & garbage contact info on website, and filed Room Tax & Injury/Illness reports with the State. Correspondence received: WTA March magazine, Workman’s Comp & Liability Insurance policy, Housing Survey (forwarded to Joe Jerabek) and Sheriff’s report.  

VI. Luxemburg – Casco School District Superintendent: Operational Referendum; Superintendent Jo-Ellen Fairbanks was present to go over the L-C Operational Referendum on the 4.2.24 Election ballot. PowerPoint was used to explain reasons for this referendum request for $1.8 million each year for three years. Impact of referendum would be $31 per $100,000 assessed value of property. Chairman Jerabek asked about impact on trying to reduce transportation budget by $65,000. (L-C has a statutory requirement to provide bussing outside of a 2-mile radius and L-C is one of the few districts that bus within the 2-mile radius. Options include eliminating bussing within the 2-mile radius, charging open enrollment students for bussing, rearranging bus routes, and utilizing centralized pick up.) Supervisor Routhieaux asked about: cost of L-C students vs. open enrollment students. (DPI sets dollars per open enrollment student, no new teacher has been hired or should be reduced specifically because of open enrollment students.)  and how L-C plans on not needing another referendum in another 3 years. (No guarantee, but the new bi-annual budget could be improved by inflationary assistance by the State.)  She also stated that no legislators are interested in fixing the funding problem even though Wisconsin has a surplus.

VII. Algoma School District Superintendent: Capital Referendum; Superintendent Jesse Brinkmann was present to go over Algoma School District’s $10.05 million over 20 years. Capital Referendum to improve facilities on the 4.2.24 Election ballot. Slides were used to demonstrate facility reasons for this referendum. Referendum will not affect the current mill rate on the assessed value of property.  More information can be found on website address: https://algomawolves.org/facility-planning/

VIII. Town Chairman’s Report: Spoke with M. Wren two times regarding new holding tank application & septic in right away on County S, received plowing complaint re: sod at Church/Cardinal, talked to L. Kleiman re: rezoning 40 acres to (4) 10-acre parcels, attended WTA meeting in Town of Pierce, attended 2/21/24 Plan Commission meeting, 2/26/24 IOH meeting at County HWY Dept attended by Supervisors Routhieaux & Strnad, attended Luxemburg Fire Department  Special meeting, lost dog posted on Facebook returned to owners, and spoke w/ Joe Jerabek about Delwiche lot correction. 

IX. County Supervisor’s (District 2) Report: Supervisor Nick Guilette gave the following report: At February County Board meeting Jeremy Kral was hired for the County Administrator position and Marty Treml was appointed to the Highway Commissioner position. Park & Rec: tubing hill has closed with a total of approximately 9,000 visitors for the season. C. Cochart asked about progress on Bug Tussel issues. (Kew County hopes to resolve outstanding problems with Bug Tussel.)

X. Zoning:  None.

XI. Planning Commission (PC):  
      a. PC Chairman Report (see attached).  Chairman Jerabek read the PC Chairman Report in Mick Sagrilo’s absence. 

XII.  Public Comment: Supervisor Routhieaux noted his conversation with Sheriff Joski following IOH meeting: whoever gives permission to put sand down on intersections that causes an accident will be held responsible; less leniency on overload limits to reduce pollution in ditches & towns; engine exhaust braking will not be tolerated or if used will need to be equipped w/ muffler; crack down on haulers not completely stopping at intersections.  

XIII. Board Discussion:
      a. Untidy Yards/Vehicles: Shipping containers / storage pods are not currently permitted by Zoning Ordinance on residential parcels but are allowed on A-1 and A-2 parcels after a Site Plan Review ($250 fee) is approved.  The Board is willing to discuss allowing this type of storage option on residential parcels. Hwy 54 property and Apple Rd property continues to show progress on cleanup.  Supervisor Routhieaux questioned whether the tire in right of way is still there; Joe Jerabek noted it was still there as of last week. An additional resident was contacted by Jerabek about cleaning up two vehicles.
      b . Snow Plowing: No other complaint besides the one for Church / Cardinal shoulder.
      c.  Luxemburg-Casco Fire Dept. Meeting / Donation:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed topics from Feb. L-C Fire Dept. Meeting: L-C partners with Brussels, so properties within 5-mile radius of L-C or Brussels have a better insurance premium due to fire dept. ratings. The topic of donation to fire departments will be brought up at the Annual Meeting. Migrant labor camps allow more non-related persons in the same house than usual. ToL has one on Robin Lane and there are two more in Kew County. Fire departments need to know where to rescue people when there are many in one home. Currently there are two people training for the Fire Chief position for the future when L. DuChateau retires. There is a shortage of volunteers for fire fighters.
      d.  Adopt-a –Road:  Chairman Jerabek reviewed a letter he prepared re:  Adopt-a –Road in the ToL that will be ready for distribution on Election Day, 4.2.24.  
      e.  ToL Fee Schedule: Tabled until PC works on. 
      f.  Culvert Discussion:   State legislature recently passed requirements that all small bridges or culverts that span 6’-20’ be identified & inspected with a reimbursement of $100 per structure. WTA highly recommended towns do not complete themselves and endorsed Delmore Consulting for this work. Motion made to approve Delmore Consulting (Routhieaux / Strnad).  Motion carried 3-0.       
     g. First Responder Volunteer Information at April 2 Election: No response from Brad LeGreve on information on election day or possible mailings to advertise need for First Responder volunteers. 
   h. Agricultural Roads Improvement Program (ARIP): ARIP funds are available for agricultural roads that are posted at 80,000 lbs or less at a 90% reimbursement. The only roads posted at that weight are Maple Rd & Robin Lane. If other needed roads were applied for under ARIP, farms would have to cease using these roads while posted at this weight.

     a. Untidy Yards/Vehicles: No further action taken.
     b. Snow Plowing: No action taken.
